	Single Drugs of Abuse Urine Cassette Testing Procedure
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	1. Drug of abuse test cassette device, specimens and controls should be brought to room temperature (18 - 30 C) prior to testing. 

2. Remove the test cassette from its protective foil pouch. Label the test cassette with patient or control identification and use the test promptly. 

3. Using the supplied dropper-pipette, withdraw the urine sample from the specimen collection cup. 

4. Add 3-4 drops into the sample well  (Make sure that the pipette is held vertically and the complete number of drops is added). 

5. Read the results after 10 minutes. It is important that the background is clear before the results are read. Results obtained after 30 minutes are invalid. 


	Interpretation of Results of Cassette Drug Testing Procedure
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	Negative: In addition to one pink colored line in the control (C) region a distinct pink line will also be present in the test (T) region. The intensity of the test line may be weaker or stronger than that of the control line. 

Positive:  Only one colored line appears in the control (C) region. No apparent line in the test (T) region. This indicates the presence of a drug/metabolite at a level greater than cut-off level. 

Invalid:  No line appears in the control (C) region. An invalid result may also be due to improper testing procedures or deterioration of the kit components. Repeat the test using a fresh test cassette.
