	How to Send a Specimen for the  Saliva Laboratory Drug Test Confirmation
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· If a positive result is identified by using the preliminary test, the remaining sample needs to be confirmed by a certified lab. 
· The donor and the tester need to complete the laboratory paperwork together. The donor will date and initial the tamper proof evidence seal and securely place the seal across the top of the specimen vial containing the remaining oral fluid (NOT LESS THAN 2 ml), Make sure that vial is tightly closed. 
· Place the sealed vial into the plastic bag with the completed chain of custody form (see section below) into the mailing envelope.



	· To avoid any discussion in a future, all of the procedures must be done under the observation of the donor.[image: image2.png]
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Completion of the Chain of Custody Form:
· Positively identify the donor to be tested.

· Instruct the donor to complete the donor information section and donor affidavit on the chain of custody form, verifying the signature and date.

· Complete the collector section on the chain of custody form

· Mark the SUBSTANCE that appears positive from the preliminary test on line 11 (Confirmation available for 1 substance ONLY)
· Retain carbon copy for your records, original sent with specimen vial.

· Call 866-848-8378, for results 5-8 days after specimen sent in



	Notes:


	· Read the preliminary  test results after 15 minutes

· Explain the test procedure to the donor before procedure. Provide donor with instructions if desired.

· Confirm that the donor has not had anything in his or her mouth for 10 minutes prior to providing the oral fluid sample. If the donor has had anything in his/her mouth within the last 10 minutes, wait 10 minutes prior to beginning the collection process. 
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
