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1. Collection and Chain of Custody Procedure
a. Collector must complete the Chain of Custody form.

b. Collect the Specimen from the donor into the collection cup.

2. Collection and Confirmation Procedures:

c. Pour at least 30 mL of the specimen from specimen collection cup into capped specimen vial.  Have the donor initial the tamper-evident seal labeled ‘A’ in the space provided.  Cap the specimen vial and apply the seal.

d. Place the capped vial in the smaller front pouch of the ‘Biohazard’ bag.

e. Place the white copy of the Chain of Custody form into the rear pouch of the bag. Confirm that the capped specimen vial is in the front pouch.  Seal the pouch by pealing the ‘Remove to expose adhesive strip.’

f. Place the pouch in the in box that provided with address to the lab.

3. Shipping Procedure
Call or take to drop location of shipper: UPS, FEDEX or USPS
